CODE OF PROCEDURE
FOREIGN RELATIONS/ROTC COMMITTEE

Section 1. The American Legion and the Department of Oregon are strong supporters of the Reserve Officer
Training Corps at both the junior level (high school) and in colleges and universities.

Section 2. The Committee shall meet at once a Quarter the behest of the Commission Chair or Department
Commander and will be composed of five (5) members.

Section 3. The Committee shall prepare an activity report as directed to do so by the Commission Chair.

Section 4. The committee recognizes the ROTC programs in the following Colleges and Universities:

Section 5. The Department of Oregon American Legion will provide Ribbons, Medals, and certificates for
those submitting names for Military Excellence and Scholastic Excellence. The Department will also provide
ribbons to Post who recognized JROTC programs.

Section 6. The American Legion Department of Oregon will recognize the JROTC Cadet of the year from
summaries submitted to the Committee by Post no later than (NLT) May 1% each year. The recipient will receive
a Plaque and Certificate and a $1,000.00 Scholarship.
